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1.1.1.1. VDP ALEXIS LICHINE DRY (COLOMBARD/SAUVIGNON)   £9.95

Medium sweet & very moreish.

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27. GREMILLET BRUT SELECTION NON-VINTAGE (CHAMPAGNE)  £27.50

characteristic toasty yeast overtones, which are balanced by richer fruit and classic 

baked biscuit flavours with crisp citrus finish.

30. CANAL & NUBIOLA BRUT CAVA (SPARKLING WHITE WINE)  £12.95 

 
Pale straw yellow in colour with clean Mediterranean fruit aromas, melon and nectarine. 

Has a certain sweetness which is in Harmony with it’s slight acidity. 

 

31. FREIXENET BRUT ROSADO (SPARKING ROSE)    £16.50 

 
Pale Strawberry colour, extremely bright and vibrant. 

A very clean and refreshing wine with good length and harmony between soft fruits & 

crisp acidity.
